How to Make Math Corrections

It is great to go back and look at problems you previously missed.  This way you will have more learning! If you would like to turn in edited work, you can receive up to 80% on a corrected assignment or test.  To earn credit for your corrections, follow the directions below.

ON ASSIGNMENTS:

1. Corrections must be on a separate sheet of paper that is stapled to the back of the assignment.

2. You must clearly label which problems you missed and which ones were not done before.

3. DO NOT correct on the original paper.

4. MUST BE DONE WITH-IN TWO WEEKS OF THE ASSIGNMENT TURN IN DATE.

ON TESTS:
1. Corrections must be on a separate sheet of paper that is stapled to the back of the assessment.

2. You must clearly label which problems you missed and are editing.

3. For each problem, you must write a short paragraph that explains where the original mistake was and why the new way you did the problem is correct.  This is a “verbal proof” of the problem.

4. DO NOT correct on the original paper.

5. MUST BE DONE WITH-IN ONE WEEK OF THE DAY THE TEST WAS
