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EGGS
Salmon are born in gravel nests at the bottom of stream the river beds  the  eggs about a size of a pencil eraser.  Some of the eggs red to pink in color and it takes about 2 to 3 months  to see, their eyes and  can be seen developing!

When the salmon egg hatches the baby will break free of it's soft shell   The sac hangs below it's body. At this stage they are called Alevin and are one inch in length. the next month the alevin will be  hiding  in the gravel nest and feed from the left overs from the egg!
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			The  salmon will leave their gravel nest and begin to swim it will start to feed it's self. At this stage they are called Fry and take the form  smaller . It's also at this time that they start their journey. The first part of their journey is a hard one as the small  fry must hide under rocks and among vegetation to avoid predators such as birds, insects, and other fish. At the same time they must find feed to survive.
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After several months  the Fry will feed and grow , develop the markings on the  of their bodies. At this stage they are called Parr and are about six inches in length. Though a bit bigger they still must hide from predators and continue their journey towards the ocean. Parr will continue to feed for 1 to 3 years before they are ready to out on the ocean.

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Adult salmon spend about 1 to 4 years in the ocean swimming and feeding throughout there   life . They grow to their adult size and develop into adult markings that are different for all five species of Alaska salmon. There ocean journey is long and
 hazardous they are constantly hunted for by seals, orca whales, and fishermen. After 
swimming more than 2000 miles throughout the northern Pacific Ocean they return to their original spawning grounds to spawn. In some cases it is called young adult salmon return
 early before they have fully grown. These particular salmon are called Jacks or Jennies.
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
