ALTERNATIVE  ACTIVITIES:
Keep a daily journal including daily activities, unique experiences, descriptions of places you went and or people you meet, conversations and thoughts.  (350 words per day)

Find and write five rules for trail hiking that promote safety and respect for the natural environment.  Practice them on your hike.

Take a long hike through a forest, along a stream or lake.  Get a friend or mom and dad to go with you, it’s more fun.   Make a list of at least ten plants and five animals you see.  Write about at least one adaptation or special characteristic each plant or animal has.  

Write a COMPLETE definition of a watershed.  Find an example of our watershed  on your nature hike and describe it.

Research volcanoes, especially the active volcaones of the Cascade Range and write a three page report.

Make detailed drawings of three plants and one animal or insect you saw on your nature hike.

Write a story, poem, song or play about something you saw on your nature hike (it needs to be about  nature, the environment, or how they make you feel), OR draw or paint a picture of something you saw on your nature hike or ome other artistic presentation or interpretation of something you experienced on your nature hike.
