When it rains, it fills the ditch and waters the tree.

Then the roots grow and hold the dirt together. 

That stops the landslides and gives room to grow 

plants and crops.
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Landslides are not individual events, they occur in conjunction with other factors Landslides occur when the hill or mountain side is unstable. Factors that can allow gravity to overcome the resistance of earth material are: 


Addition of moisture - Moisture equals weight and water from heavy rainfall, flooding, rapid snow melting, glacier melting, and an increased water table can all saturate the hillside and cause a landslide.

Earth quakes also cause landslides.

Sometimes called mass movement of rock or debrie. Caused by earthquakes and heavy rainfall
